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The Manchester China Town Archive Project is supported by the Heritage Lottery
Fund and led by the Manchester Chinese Centre with Manchester Library and
Information Service and the Museum of Science and Industry as partners. The
project aims to records the memories of the Chinese community since their early
settlement in Manchester in the 1900s by creating an archive, for the community
itself and the general public.
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The Chinese community is now the third largest minority ethnic group in the
UK. However, little is known about its migration history and its contribution to
Manchester's social and cultural life; and archival items of the Chinese settlers
are significantly under-represented in archive collections. Creating such a
collection is therefore important in preserving the history of Chinese settlement
in Manchester.
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The project includes:
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Archive collection: Personal stories, pictures, photographs, relevant documents and
artefacts, with particular focus on China Town.
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Exhibition: On the history of the Manchester Chinese community to be held at the
Museum of Science and Industry in 2011.
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Events: A series of workshops and events will be held across the City on the history and
culture of the Manchester Chinese community.
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Web site: A digital archive will be created on-line which tells the story of Manchester’s
Chinese community. A booklet will also be produced.
